Broad Spit Park: Dabob Bay.  Boat access only 43.8 S - 

A pristine wilderness park on Tarboo Bay. Accessible only by boat. Take only pictures, leave only 

footprints.  

Cape George Trailhead Park: 733 Cape George Road, 

Port Townsend 43 - 1 Parking for the Larry Scott Trail, restroom, single track bike trails, views, horse trails, easy access.  

Chimacum Park: 9635 SR 19, Chimacum 14 - 4 

Easy access picnic shelter and restrooms, frequently used as a rest stop and meeting area. Great place 

to walk your dog.  

Courthouse Park: 1820 Jefferson St, Port Townsend 2 - 3 

Maple trees, green grass, tennis, and basketball, provides open space in front of the historic Jefferson 

County Courthouse.  

East Beach Park: 330 East Beach Rd., Nordland 1 S 2 

Beautiful sandy beach walking, historic picnic shelter, restrooms, fireplace to warm you. Views of 

Admiralty Inlet.
